














both part of the problem and part of the solution”, and that while
churches are “instrumental in providing information and educa-
tion” for effective prevention, “churches’ silence or ill-advised
recommendations have contributed to the ongoing spread of the
pandemic”. The message also:

* highlighted the role and responsibility of churches in “counter-
acting stigma and marginalization and ensuring the inclusion in
church and society of those infected.”

estressed that prevention, treatment and care “must be given
equal priority”, and called on “all churches to consider how best
to act on prevention of HIV transmission in their specific con-
texts”.

*lamented that “Political commitment to achieve universal access
to treatment is waning”, and called on “all governments to fulfill
the promises they have made in this regard”.
